Paper Plate Zacchaeus
[4 groups:  EXCITED/happy * FRUSTRATED/Upset * sad * SURPRISED]
EXCITED & happy: Everyone in the Jericho was excited and happy because they heard Jesus was coming to their city. Even Zacchaeus the tax-collector was excited and happy.

FRUSTRATED & upset: As people from all over lined the streets, Zacchaeus was finding it difficult to get a front position on the roadway. He was short. No one would let him through.  He grew more and more frustrated and upset.
Excited & HAPPY: As Jesus arrived everyone became excited and happy and cheered.

sad: However, poor Zacchaeus became more sad.
Excited & HAPPY: He then saw a big shady sycamore tree, which he climbed.  He was now excited and happy as he could see Jesus coming closer.

SURPRISED: When Jesus came to the tree he stopped and said to Zacchaeus, “Zacchaeus, what are you doing up there? I am coming to your home for lunch!” Zacchaeus was so surprised.

FRUSTRATED & upset: But the crowd became very frustrated and upset.
Sad: They felt sad because Jesus seemed to ignore them.

SURPRISED: Still surprised and wondering why Jesus asked to have lunch with him, Zacchaeus climbed down from the tree. 

SAD: He told Jesus how sad and bad he felt about taking more money than he should, and with Jesus’ help decided to give it back.

EXCITED & HAPPY: Zacchaeus then said that he would give the money back to his neighbours.  Jesus forgave him and everyone then was happy.

	· Taxes: Citizens forced to pay extra taxes to Romans collected through tax farming a method whereby a Chief Tax Collector hired by Romans would employ tax collectors to collect for him; No one was actually paid as each were required to give a certain amount; what extra they collected they could keep; open to corruption.
· Taxes collected at gates to city as people came in to sell their goods at the markets;

· Purity laws: Touching money used by Gentiles rendered one ritually unclean;

· Working for Romans seen as being a traitor;

 The Generic structure of parables:

· Repetition: some words or phrases are repeated several times. This makes a point more important. Look for the words or phrases that are repeated.
· Contrast: words or descriptions are used with their opposites to make them stand out more. Look for words that are opposites.
Rule of Three: This technique has been used in folk stories, fairy tales and rhymes throughout time. Look for three main characters or groups within the parable.
· End Stress: Often at the conclusion of parables the ending is a twist—something the hearer is not prepared for. What is the twist or unexpected ending that is the lesson?

	Yahwist Writer - J
	Priestly Writer - P

	· Earliest source called so because referred to God as Yahweh.
· Uses vibrant images, realistic narrative style 

· Represents God using human characteristics and qualities 

· Humans are marked by sin and fragility 

· Emphasises the saving acts of God in human history 

· Obvious interest in tribe of Judah 

· Probably lived around 10th century BCE during time of united Israel ruled from Jerusalem, from time of Solomon 

· May have been composed in the Court of Solomon 930BCE.
	· Concern for holiness, sacrifice, the priesthood, Sabbath, circumcision and the Law 

· God’s presence is seen as glorious 

· Emphasises traditional elements of covenant, Temple, ritual 

· Contains genealogies, legal codes and liturgical rites 

· Could have been an editor weaving other sources together
· Around 587 BCE time of exile to Babylon the Priestly writer supplied final document used in creating the Pentateuch
· Final composition of P dated to Persian period, 522-333 BCE 

· By this time sacrifices had ceased replaced by assemblies – synagogues.

Classroom Prayer Ritual for Younger Students
Preparation:

Place students into SIX groups and explain that they are to prepare for the prayer ritual that focuses on Jesus at the Last Supper by brainstorming specific ways Jesus used his ears, eyes, hands, words, memories and feelings during this meal. Give each group card cut-outs of ears, eyes, hands, mouth, thought bubbles and heart onto which to write or draw their responses. At the time of the prayer ritual, place a chalice, paten, and candle in the middle of a circle.
	GATHERING

The teacher invites students to bring their cut-outs with them and to come and sit in a circle in silence.  As they sit the teacher asks students to take a few moments to be still, as a candle in the middle of the circle is lit. The teacher then reads the opening reading, 1 Cor 11: 23b–26; 33. Then, each group in turn reads how Jesus used his hands, feet and so on during the Last Supper. At the conclusion of each group’s reading they place the cut-out into the middle of the circle. The ritual concludes with the closing prayer.

Leader:

We gather to recall how Jesus celebrated the Last Supper with his friends. We will begin by listening to a passage from Scripture. 

Reader: A reading from the letter of St Paul to the Corinthians.
23b The Lord Jesus on the night when he was betrayed took a loaf of bread, 24and when he had given thanks, he broke it and said, ‘This is my body that is for* you. Do this in remembrance of me.’ 25In the same way he took the cup also, after supper, saying, ‘This cup is the new covenant in my blood. Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.’ 26For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death until he comes.

33 So then, my brothers and sisters,* when you come together to eat, wait for one another.
This is the Word of the Lord.
